5:15 on January 11th. Teams will be selected on the 11th at 5:15.

All players need to have the following forms on file to be allowed to participate. All forms are
posted online by going to the Wredling Middle School homepage, click on activities. Under
athletics, you will see the link for athletic forms. The forms also can be picked up in the main
office _If forms are not turned in by Tuesday, January 10th, you will not be allowed to
participate. Below are the forms you need to have filled out by January 9th.

o Anupdated Physical Form turned into the main office.

o The Concussion Form turned into the main office.
Practices are Monday through Friday.
The 7th and 8th grade teams will have a total of 20 players. 10 players on the “A” team and 10
players on the “B” team.
Transportation will be provided to and from every game unless otherwise stated. Parents are
expected to be at the school by the time the bus gets back from an away game.
You are expected to be at all practices and all games. Please make sure you check in with the
coaches when you arrive to practice. If you cannot make a practice or game, please communicate
to one of the coaches that you will not be present. Email is the best way for parents to contact the
coaches. If at any time of the season you have two unexcused absences, you will be
suspended for one game!
Playing time and game strategy is a coach’s decision. If your daughter has a question about
playing time, we will be more than happy to discuss it with the player. It will not be discussed
with parents at any time.
If you are a discipline problem, be aware that this behavior WILL NOT be tolerated by the
coaching staff. You are expected to behave yourself in class, the lunchroom, hallways, and pods
as well as on the court at all times. Remember you are representing your school and the
basketball program. If you receive an office referral, you will be suspended for one game. Any
office referral that deals with bullying or sexual harassment, alcohol or tobacco will resul

in the player being removed from the team.
